	Building a refugee camp coincides with a political or environmental fact a large scale. Refugee camps remain an effective means to house a large number of displaced persons, while global humanitarian needs of the group are met. The course design begins with the construction of the layout of the place. It is of utmost importance to plan for hygiene and sleeping rooms, in addition to the considerations for the movement of people and equipment. Additionally, open communication with refugee leaders is required, and the use of skilled volunteers and work.	The displaced are people like you and me. Normal people, wrapped in a conflict that do not participate as actors, are one of the consequences of irrational irregular war between Colombia. Nearly three million (3,000,000) people have been forced to leave their place is home, leaving behind their dreams and life plans.
	This characterization of the social phenomenon of mass displacement of civilian victim of the armed conflict in Colombia, particularly in the Department of Amazonas and its capital city Letizia. As should be an isolated phenomenon, particularly with declining trend in fact, but in this country the condition of displacement has become normal. Initially a contextualization of the subject, where the background, the main causes and consequences are analyzed is then a case study is done, unedited interviews with displaced persons and return as a possible solution is studied by taking the case of the Department of Amazonas in 2004.

1 INITIAL REPORT. Even taking into account the urgency with which we must always act, the first thing to consider before deciding on the location of a new field, is to have a report on the situation. An initial evaluation to understand the circumstances of the disaster and analyze threats to life, dignity, health and livelihoods of the affected population, to determine the nature of the intervention must be place. Keep in mind that each refugee camp is different since every situation is unique. In most cases, the appropriate design of a field is not possible because refugees have already decided the location and conducted their own determinations. In this case, aid agencies should be concerned about how to improve the field, and in extreme cases raise another alternative location and propose the transfer to it of refugees.

2 CONSTRUCTION. Fields are usually located in the vicinity of cities in safe areas away from the border, war zones and minefields. It is best to get a slightly sloping terrain to provide natural drainage. And stay away from unhealthy places where people can thrive in disease-carrying insects. Of course, be accompanied by a report on the possible risks of all types present in the area.

3 WITHIN DESIGN. Only mean length Campos Permanency be temporary solutions, giving refugees a place to live until they can return home surely. Do not mean to be permanent residences. However, the organizers have learned to plan for the long haul because refugees often end up living in camps for much longer than initially expected.

4 STREETS AND ROADS. Vehicle access is also controlled. Within the field shot good tours to major facilities such as medical centers, food stores, etc. should be established. And comfortable roads must also be provided, where appropriate, to the communal latrines. But usually not for vehicle use streets between houses, but footpaths are designed. Interestingly arising in these fields some standards that are neglected in our urban practice. Measured as the percentage of space occupied by the street (streets and internal roads), which the guide UNHCR should be around 20-25% of the total area.

5     HOUSING SHELTER. The recommended minimum housing area (usually the term "      shelter " is used ) is 3.5 m2 per person, if we are in hot climates where cooking outside .  Otherwise increases to 4.5 or 5.5 m2. In places colder weather is not only needed to cook inside, but also protected bathroom facilities. They usually have stoves for heat and cooking. It should be noted that in an emergency you can get to organize people into much smaller shelters. The minimum distance between shelters should be two meters.
Usually tends to lift these shelters with local materials (wood, branches, and even metals and plastics available). But in an emergency, or if there are no materials available, tents are provided. Refugees should be able to stand the entire surface of the store to the ceiling. And be assured that these living spaces protected from the sun and rain, and are safe from the disease-carrying insects (mosquito nets). Stores last two to three years. It is best to be refugees themselves who their shelters are built with materials, tools and technical assistance to NGOs that provide them.
5 SERVICES: WELCOME CENTER AND ADMINISTRATIVE FACILITIES. It is expected that by adding the area occupied by the equipment and the open spaces (streets apart already counted above) near 15-20% of the total area of the field space is occupied.

7 SANITARY FACILITIES. It is a major, obviously facilities. The UN recommended       standards are: a health center per 20,000 people, and a hospital per 200,000. The medical center provides primary care, coordinated from a central or main center. Medical care includes access to a short list of essential drugs (30 to 40), which is selected based on the most common diseases in these emergency situations. In some camps (depending on their size, and other circumstances) are hospitals or clinics good level where they can perform surgical operations of any complexity. If the refugees have access to a hospital in the “host city “will not build any hospital in the country. What there, and everywhere, are “placed “health (one for each refugee 3-5000) . There nurses provide treatment for sore throats, fevers, cuts, or the like.


8 SERVICES: FOOD DISTRIBUTION. The food store (the old " tank "). Usually it is a great store. These tanks should be located near the administrative offices (for security reasons), and not far from the main entrance (for functional reasons, to prevent trucks intern in populated areas at risk of abuse). For release several “food distribution points “are arranged around a point for every 5,000 inhabitants. There the refugees have to go every day, but once a week or even every two or three weeks. It is intended that distributions are made at different times at each point and each group of people or section of the country, to prevent the formation of long queues. The type of food that is provided is different, depending on the area you are talking about. In some places is divided preferably rice, while in other distributed wheat. Depends cultures. The minimum recommended allowance is 2,100 calories per person per day 


9. SERVICES: EDUCATION. Also for this equipment standards are important. In principle poses a school for each sector, ie for every 5,000 rural residents. According to Save the Children is important to keep the school service in refugee camps for kids interested because "maintain a sense of normalcy." Keeping some kind of education helps to keep a sense of normalcy in the child's life, which in turn contributes to their recovery and reduces possible traumas.

10. SERVICES: MARKET. If free access is allowed to the field it is common that there is a market. In closed areas, the government may allow a market day for traders to sell their products. There are sold mostly fruits and vegetables, but also clothing and personal items such as soap or toothpaste. Well you should not think that no refugee have purchasing power. Some brought with them to get money, and other relatives receive shipments. For each module of 20,000 people (that is, a complete type field), you must set a market.

11. INFRASTRUCTURE: WATER. Since then, the water supply is a major problem. One of the two or three key. The minimum amount of water required is at least "one gallon" per person per day, which should increase to five or six gallons and so get enough water for cooking, personal hygiene, and washing dishes and clothing. According to the Sphere minimum amount of 7 liters per person per day (ie: nearly two gallons), although the Handy Guide to UNHCR sets 15-20 liters / capita / day. The provision of a tap is also stipulated for each 200-250 refugees getting is not more than 100 m. any property of one of the taps installed.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	From a practical standpoint, the organized settlement appears to have several advantages for the development of humanitarian work, such as the identification and counting of refugees; control the supply and distribution of aid; monitoring the status of refugees and perceived support ; physical accessibility of the fields , and increased profitability of emergency operations . But also continue to hear arguments against the installation of refugee camps, based on empirical research, warn about the negative social, economic, health and environmental effects of life in the camps. To which must be added the conflicts with the local population. For example, in Chad. Let us listen once again to Mary Chalaux : " The refugees are in a country (Chad ) is not yours (Sudan ) accessing their resources when the local population also has nothing . People see Chad go every day to the food truck World Food Program, which is aimed at refugee camps, as they have nothing to eat. They see in the field is no drinking water when they themselves have to walk more than three hours to fetch water, for example. This creates problems of comparative grievances. And finally, the paradox that refugees are better than the local population "is given.

A harsh reality
	But life in the camps is not a bed of roses. We conclude with three quotes that support this statement. The first , a long quotation from the Afghan novel , Where God Only Comes To Weep , Iranian writer Siba Sahib : " Shirin -Gol cannot remember what I thought it would be a refugee camp Maybe he thought it would be a friendly place . Where there were people who cared for refugees, he welcomed them and comforted them in a friendly atmosphere. Maybe he thought a refugee camp was a clean place where every family had a hut where there were schools, doctors, nurses. Perhaps he thought in the refugee camp would recover everything you lost in the war: clothing, beds, blankets, pots , shoes , combs, notebooks, books and all other things that are necessary when you run away from home . "
	“But of course Shirin -Gol never imagined a refugee camp was a place where screams and spits, where she had to live in a tent full of holes and tattered, stinking, devoid of any pavement and had to sit and sleep on the bare earth of God. Shirin -Gol never thought in a refugee camp would not have food , no water , nothing to eat, no pots or anything unless you could afford it, unless an organization helps you visualized and give you a report card power , a general primer, a primer mattress , a primer well , a primer of medical, a primer " whatever you can think ."

	The second quote is from a member of MSF, Amaia Esparza. . "It's not an exaggeration to say that in the last 20 years, the social fabric has cracked the fact of living in camps has unstructured life of many Alcoholism and violence, especially domestic, are common. We deal only the tip of the iceberg ... in the areas people live, survive. Just that. "

	And third, the most synthetic, corresponds to millionsoulsaware.org: "This is a refugee camp, a place none of us would live freely."
